BLUF: This Policy Advisory establishes internal PSO procedures for reporting Inherently Governmental Functions Indicators to the Federal Procurement Data System (FPDS).

2. Reference (a) provides instructions for reporting inherently governmental functions, closely associated functions, critical functions, and other functions in the description block of the Contract Action Report in FPDS for all new awards for services dated on or after 1 MAR 2013.
3. Reference (b) provides a revised Determination and Finding with a checklist for the Contracting Officer’s Representative to determine if a service is Inherently Governmental, Closely Associated with Inherently Governmental, a Critical Function, or none of the above.
A. If the service is identified as Closely Associated with an Inherently Governmental Function in Section B of the checklist it should be coded IGF::CL::IGF in the description block of the CAR.

B. If the service is identified as a Critical Function in Section C of the checklist it should be coded IGF::CT::IGF in the description block of the CAR.

C. If the service is identified as both Closely Associated and a Critical Function it should be coded IGF::CL,CT::IGF in the description block of the CAR.

D. If the service is not identified as either Closely Associated or a Critical Function it should be coded IGF::OT::IGF in the description block of the CAR.
