Implementation of Government Furnished Property 
Attachments to Solicitations and Awards
BLUF: Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) Procedures, Guidance and Information (PGI) 245.103-72 “Government Furnished Property attachments to solicitations and awards” requires all Department of Defense (DoD) Components to begin identifying Government-Furnished Property (GFP) information using an electronic format. Additionally, the electronic formats will be attached to all solicitations and resulting contracts as applicable.

2. PGI 245.103-72 requires the identification of all GFP associated with solicitations and contracts using a prescribed electronic format based on the type of GFP associated with the requirement. Contracting Officers must use the electronic formats to capture required GFP information as an attachment to contracts generated by existing and future Contract Writing Systems (CWS).  Use of the Requisitioned Government-Furnished Property (RGFP) and Scheduled Government Furnished Property (SGFP) PDFs enables capture of data over time and throughout the process. Additionally, and the reuse of Procurement Data Standard’s elements will enhance the DoD clause to data initiative.
3. The PDFs must be incorporated into CWS’ and other business systems handling GFP data. Downloaded PDFs must be included in each appropriate solicitation (when the resulting contract will include GFP) and as attachments when posting contracts to Electronic Document Access. Contractors are required to respond to solicitations using the electronic formats. 
4. The RGFP attachment is used when Government Property is authorized for contractor requisition from DoD supply sources in accordance with FAR 52.251-1. The SGFO is used when Government Property is to be provided. 
For both the RFGP and SGFP attachments, the Government provides the Attachment Number, Contract Number, Year, Procurement Instruction Code, Serialized Identifier, Order Number and Non-DoD Number data elements. The Government then sends the attachment electronically to the contractor, advising the contractor to complete the remaining sections as applicable (Non-Reimbursable/Reimbursable) and return both attachments to the Government. The contractor must return the completed RGFP at the time of contract award. The contractor must return the competed SGFP at the time of the contract award or at the time of delivery of the GFP. 
5. The Contract Specialist is required to upload paper copies to EDA and electronic copies to EDA to the “Attachment Folder”.  
6. When fully implemented, the changes will improve GFP data visibility and the integrity and enforcement of the GFP process by tracking GFP through identification of reimbursable and non-reimbursable items as well as Government and contractor access of such items.
