In accordance with References (a) and (b), clause 252.204-7012, Safeguarding of Unclassified Controlled Technical Information (NOV 2013) and clause 252.203-7000, Requirements Relating to Compensation of Former DoD Officials (SEP 2011) are required in all solicitations and contracts, including solicitations and contracts using FAR Part 12 procedures for the acquisitions of commercial items.  This includes orders placed against Federal Supply Schedules.

Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy (DPAP) DFARS clause reminder.

The most prevalent warnings we are seeing in the PDS statistics is the lack of clause 252.204-7012 and 252.203-7000.  They are prescribed to go in ALL contracts and solicitations.  DPAP is taking a very keen interest in these missing clauses.  Please get the word out to all the buyers to make sure these clauses are present and selected in PD2 from the clauses tab. Below is some additional information.

252.204-7012 Safeguarding of Unclassified Controlled Technical Information

Quote from DFARS 204.7304, "Use the clause at 252.204-7012, Safeguarding of Unclassified Controlled Technical Information, in all solicitations and contracts, including solicitations and contracts using FAR part 12 procedures for the acquisition of commercial items."
The purpose of the DFARS rule 204.73 and associated clause is to protect both unclassified controlled technical information provided by the government and that created by the contractor as part of their normal business.  Therefore the clause always applies, as stated in the prescription above. The additional safeguarding measures will ONLY apply when unclassified controlled technical information is present.

252.203-7000 Requirements Relating to Compensation of Former DoD Officials
Quote from DFARS 203.171-4, "Use the clause at 252.203-7000, Requirements Relating to Compensation of Former DoD Officials, in all solicitations and contracts, including solicitations and contracts using FAR part 12 procedures for the acquisition of commercial items."

The purpose of the DFARS Procurement Integrity rule 203.171-4 and associated clause informs the contractor that they shall not knowingly provide compensation to a covered DoD official within 2 years after the official leaves DoD service, without first determining that the official has sought and received, or has not received after 30 days of seeking, a written opinion from the appropriate DoD ethics counselor regarding the applicability of post-employment restrictions to the activities that the official is expected to undertake on behalf of the Contractor.
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
