Where can I find out if I am considered a small business for a particular service or commodity?

What is SAM? 

The System for Award Management (SAM) has replaced the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) as the primary Department of Defense (DoD) repository for contractor information required for the conduct of business with DoD. Contractors must update or renew their registration annually to maintain an active status. The web site for more information is www.sam.gov.   Future phases of SAM will add the capabilities of other systems used in Federal procurement and awards processes.
Do I have to be registered in SAM to get a government award?
In accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 4.112(a), "Prospective contractors shall be registered in the CCR database prior to award of a contract or agreement, except for Purchases that use a Government wide commercial purchase card as both the purchasing and payment mechanism, as opposed to using the purchase card only as a payment method;"   SAM has now replaced the CCR.

What is EDA? 

Electronic Document Access (EDA) EDA is a database of awarded contracts stored in PDF format. Authorized users can access, download and review any federally awarded contract.  Vendors can register here: http://eda.ogden.disa.mil/
What is WAWF-RA and how do I register? 
Wide Area Workflow (WAWF) is a secure web-based system for electronic invoicing, receipt, and acceptance. This tool is used by vendors, CORs, and PSO employees to track and manage contract payments. Instructions for registering are available through the WAWF website: https://wawf.eb.mil/

Any changes/additions to the contract require a modification. Please contact the POC listed in the order/contract for assistance.

Please contact the point of contact listed in the order/contract. It should be updated as often as it changes. 

Is it possible to register in FedBizOpps to be notified when certain commodities or services are solicited or announced?
