DETERMINATION AND FINDINGS

For 
INTERAGENCY NON-ECONOMY ACT ORDERS

Title of Requirement

1.  Consistent with the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) 

Part 217.78, “Contracts or Delivery Orders Issued by a Non-DoD Agency,” and the Financial Management Regulation (DoD 7000.14-R), Volume 11A, Chapter 18, "Non-Economy Act Orders," this memorandum documents the determination that it is in the best interest of the Department of Defense (DoD) to acquire products through the Hardware/Software Technical Services BPA issued by a non-DoD Agency.

2. Description of the requirement is as follows:


a. The DMDC requires hardware/software product support for the DMDC user community in support of the Real-time Automated Personnel Identification System (RAPIDS), the Defense Biometric Identification System (DBIDS), and the Noncombatant Evacuation Operations (NEO) Tracking System (NTS). Products include Commercial-Off-the-Shelf (COTS) hardware and software items that have been specially configured to support DMDC and its customers to ensure operational effectiveness of DMDC programs and applications. 


b. DMDC and General Services Administration (GSA) entered into an Interagency Agreement, effective March 29, 2009
 and obtained the required services under GSA contract number _____________ for Hardware/Software Technical Services competitively awarded April 1, 2009.
  The contractor, XYZ, Corp., 
is responsible for developing appropriate hardware and software solutions to ensure the integrity of each of the three systems listed above are Maintained as both as an individual operating system and as each system interfaces with the other systems.  The required services are being obtained under option year four of the contract which has a period of performance of April 1, 2013 through March 31, 2014
.  The estimated value this option year four requirement is $__________.   
The estimated total value of this requirement (Base and four option years) is ________________.

3. Organizational Justification for Use of a Non-DoD Contracting Activity:


a. Use of an interagency in the best interest of the Government; and


b. The services cannot be obtained as conveniently by contracting directly with the DHRA Procurement Support Office (PSO) 
office;


c. The servicing agency has capabilities or expertise to enter into a contract for such services.

d. The total fees associated to use of the Non DoD contract vehicle and the acquisition approach envisioned by the servicing agency have been fully identified to the PSO. 


e. Market research has been conducted and contract pricing is/remains competitive in the current marketplace.     


4. Given the findings outlined above, I hereby determine that it is in the best interest of the Government to award the Hardware/Software Technical Services Extension with a non–DoD agency in accordance with DFARS 217.78.
