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1. Latest version of each SSP is:  June 2015.

2. Changes incorporated into June 2015 version:
a. To better customers recognize which title and authorities go together, green font  is used to highlight the  “Multiple Award Schedule” in the template title and authorities at paragraph 2.  This change was made to help correct the two most commonly made errors in completing the J&A:
i. Using the wrong title.  The title should reflect the source information cited in your Market Research (MR) document.  If your MR identifies/recommends use of open market source(s), then the correct J&A title is “Other Than Full and Open Competition.”  If the recommendation is for Multiple award schedule source(s), then the correct title is: “Use of Limited Sources, Multiple Award Schedule.”
ii. Using the wrong FAR authority at paragraph 2(Authority Cited).    The FAR 6 authorities are only applicable to “Other Than Full and Open Competition” titled J&As.  The FAR 8 authorities only apply to “Use of Limited Sources, Multiple Award Schedule” titled J&As.
b. Paragraph 5 (Reason for Authority Cited) is revised to include:  “Do not use “sales brochure” language about the product or service.”  This addresses the third most common error in completion of the J&A: inclusion of product/service “sales brochure” language.  The J&A addresses your requirement – it identifies the Government’s minimum needs and how those minimum needs impact competition.  In addressing sources, the J&A should speak to the characteristics of the government’s requirement that can/cannot be met by the sources identified in the market research.  Therefore, simply including canned product/service descriptions from the vendor’s website or catalog is not appropriate.
c. Paragraph 6 (Effort to Obtain Competition) is updated to include reference for the inclusion of the results of any request for information (RFI) issued as part of market research.
d. Signature Blocks 13-17 have been updated to include completed standard fill–ins where applicable.
