2. Changes incorporated into the April 2016 version:
a. Paragraph 2.1. (under Background) Instructions amended to include providing any National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) language or statutes of the program, if applicable.
b. Paragraph 4.0 (Requirements) Instructions and examples revised for clarity to better explain how to address requirements in this section. 
c. Paragraph 4.X (Provide Transition of Contract Services).  Instructions amended to provide emphasis on fully considering whether transition of services, the number of transition days, and the associated increased costs, are necessary and appropriate for the requirement.
d. Paragraph 5.0 (Deliverable) Instructions revised/amended to provide clarity on how to complete the deliverable table in this section.
e. Paragraph 6.0 (Contractor Manpower Reporting).  The second to last sentence is amended at the end to read:  “…all data shall be reported no later than October 31 of each calendar year, unless a later date is otherwise authorized by the Office of the Under Secretary of Defense (Personnel and Readiness).”
f. Paragraph 7.0 (Contractor Travel).  Instructions revised/amended to provide an example of how to address contractor travel specific to the PWS requirement and to note that this information must be consistent with the information provided in Independent Government Cost Estimate on how the contractor travel amount was calculated.
g. Paragraph 8.0 (Security):  Subparagraphs 8.4 and 8.5 have been revised, and new subparagraphs 8.6-8.8 have been incorporated to address additional security requirement information based on DHRA Chief Management Office and Office of General Counsel input.
h. Paragraph 10 (Place of Performance) is added with instructions for completion. The remaining paragraphs in the template are re-numbered accordingly.

3. Prior changes posted May 2015 version:
a. Paragraph 4.1 (Monthly Status Reports):  Subparagraphs have been added to reflecting most commonly required information for this report.
b. 4. X (Transition of Contract Services):  additional instructions are provided on the use of transition services. 
c. 8.0 (Security):  Updated to reflect current contractor system security requirements (such as Risk Management Framework (RMF) and annual Federal Information Security Management Act (FISMA) security control testing requirements); to delete obsolete DoD guidance references; and to include a new guidance citation.
