The requirement section describes what is being acquired as precisely as possible.  Remember to focus on what is to be accomplished, not how to do the work.  Describe all specific work elements and sub-elements separately.   
5.0 DELIVERABLES    A deliverable can be a prototype or end product, a design, reports, computer software programs, or anything else that can be physically delivered.  List each deliverable, the SOW/PWS paragraph in which the deliverable is described, and the delivery date.  Express the delivery date in terms of a period of time after contract award or specific event in the schedule table below.
